The FA Mini Soccer course introduces learners to officiating 5v5, 6v6 and 7v7 football. The
course will introduce the learner to The Laws of Association Football and their application
through theory and practical elements, outlining the skills required to operate as a match
official in grassroots mini-football.

The course will equip learners with the key skills and knowledge to be able to referee mini
football safely and effectively. Learners will be introduced to the key aspects of officiating.

Through the programme of training and assessment, learners will be introduced to:
e The referee’s duties
e Recognising and dealing with foul challenges
e Managing free kicks
e Positioning and movement
e Signals and communication

Refereeing is a great way to develop leadership skills, maturity and resilience.
